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Regulations

1. The Nineteenth International Fryderyk Chopin Piano Competition for Children
and Youth is organized by the Chopin Centre in Szafarnia, a cultural institution
of the kujawsko-pomorskie province.

The Competition will take place from6 ™ to 8™ May, 2011.

2. The Jury will include prominent pianists and pedagogues from Poland and
abroad.

3. Young pianists in four age categories can take part in the competition

a) group | —for born in 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004 (primary school, forms I-III)
b) group Il —for born in 1998, 1999, 2000 (primary school, forms IV-VI)

c) group llIl = for born in 1995, 1996, 1997 (middle school, forms I-111)

d) group IV —for born in 1993, 1994 (secondary school, forms I, II)

4. The number of participants is limited to 45.

5. This year's Competition must not be entered by the 1 prize winners in the
last year’s edition of the International Fryderyk Chopin for Children and Youth
Competition.

6. The Competition must not be entered by those who are students of any
members of the Jury.

7. The Competition is open to people who are not attendants of State Music
Schools.

3. The costs of an entry fee transfer are carried by the participants or the
delegating institutions.

4. Entries are accepted by postmark date (the order of entries). In case the
number of applicants exceeds the number specified by the regulations, the
selection is performed by the Jury on the basis of an applicant’s
achievements.

5. Any applications sent after 25" March, 2011 will not be accepted.

1. All candidates will receive a confirmation of application by 10" April, 2011 with
information regarding accommodation at hotels in which they are to stay for the
time of the Competition. They are to make the reservations themselves.

2. The candidates whose applications are rejected will receive the refund of the
entry fee after the cost transfer deduction.
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3. The entry fee is not refundable if a participant does not appear at the
competition hearing or withdraws from the competition after 10" April, 2011.

4. All competitors will have the opportunity to audition in the Concert Hall of the
Chopin Centre in Szafarnia. The date and time of the audition along with the
schedule of auditions will be sent to participants with a confirmation of application.

5. Participation in the Competition involves the following costs:

» the cost of transportation from one’s place is carried by the participants
themselves

» the organizing party pays for the accommodation at the hotel (reservations are
made by the participant)

» the organizing party provides free transfer to the place of the hearings for all
participants accommodated outside Szafarnia without access to own means of
transport

* the accompanying persons — carers, are to pay for the transport as well as
accommodation themselves

» the organizing party provides free transfer for the accompanying persons —
carers to the place of the hearings if they do not have access to their own
means of transport

Not more than 15 minutes.

Il age group under 16

1. Joseph Haydn, Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart, Ludwig van Beethoven sonata-

2. Fryderyk Chopin: a Waltz selected from:

A-flat major Op. 69 no. 1, G-flat major Op. 70 no. 1, F minor Op. 70 no. 2, D-flat
major Op. 70 no. 3, E minor Posthumous Op. (as practised by Paderewski) no.
14, E-flat major Posthumous Op as practised by Paderewski no. 17 and 2
Waltzes E-flat major and A minor (PWM 2 forgotten compositions).

3. Fryderyk Chopin: a Mazurka selected from:

C-sharp minor Op. 6 no. 2, B major Op. 7 no. 1, A minor Op. 7 no. 2, F minor Op.
63 no. 2, G minor Op. 67 no. 2, A minor Op. 67 no. 4, F major Op. 68 no. 3, F
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minor Op. 68 no. 4, and 2 mazurkas without Op. B major and A-flat major (as
practised by Paderewski with numbers 52 and 58)

4. A selected virtuoso composition.

Not more than 25 minutes.

IV age group under 18

1. J.Haydn, W.A.Mozart, L.van Beethoven: one selected sonata-allegro form.

2. Fryderyk Chopin: a nocturne selected from: B minor Op. 9, F major Op. 15, F-
sharp major Op. 15, A-flat major Op. 32, G minor Op. 37, C-sharp minor Op. 27,
D-flat major Op. 27.

3. Fryderyk Chopin — Mazurka A minor Op. 17 no. 4 (an obligatory composition)
4. Any virtuoso composition including Etude by F. Chopin.

5. One piece of F. Chopin selected from the following: Impromptu, Scherzo,
Ballade, Berceuse, Barcarolle.

6. Special prize for the participant performing | or Il part of the E minor Concerto
or | or Il part of F minor Concerto of F. Chopin with a string quartet. It can be
performed instead of an optional composition.

7. For volunteers there is a special prize of the Rector of The Academy of Music
in Bydgoszcz, besides the obligatory programme, for the best interpretation of
Karol Szymanowski's works, one Prelude Op. 1 without 3 and 6.

5. The prizewinners’ concert and the presentation of awards will take place on 8"
May. The programme of the concert is decided on by the Jury.
